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From Boston take Route 1 north to I-95. Take Exit 52 towards I-295. Stay 
on I-295 through Portland and Freeport. In Brunswick, take Exit 28 toward 
Route 1. About two miles north of Wiscasset, turn right onto Route 27 south 

(Boothbay Region) and continue about 10 miles 
to Boothbay. Continue through the intersection 
of Routes 27 and 96. At the Bank, bear right 
onto Oak Street. After one block, turn left onto 
Union Street which will turn into Atlantic Ave. 
Continue approximately 1.5 miles to the Inn.
